   SKY BLUES REUNION SHOW, MAY 10 2003, THE LION’S DEN, NYC
May 10, 2003 marks the live return of SKY BLUES, who spent the better part of the 90's as one of New York City's most respected hard rock outfits. With a foot firmly in the past and an eye toward the future, this "heavy and passionate foursome," as described by the hard music bible RIP Magazine, was more than just another band from the school of hard rocks. Heavy grooves...in-your-face power...songwriting with a brain...all hallmark elements of the unique SKY BLUES sound. 

ABOUT THE BAND. Made up of brothers and childhood friends, SKY BLUES officially became a band in 1990. Powerful word-of-mouth and exciting live shows built them a passionate following of loyal fans that knew the real thing when they heard it. In addition, SKY BLUES was named one of the best unsigned bands in MUSICIAN Magazine, profiled as a "Buzz Band" in RIP Magazine, and was the subject of an MTV profile on up-and-coming groups. 

         Their acclaimed independent CD releases, EXTENDED PLAY (1995) and IN TIME (1997), as well as electrifying live dates not only in their native New York City but also at clubs and colleges throughout 20 other states, proved that the band was as tight as the best of them. The musical intensity and lyrical power in evidence focused much attention on the group's songwriting (Washington D.C.'s CITY PAPER even raved that "solid songwriting distinguishes SKY BLUES from all the other New York bands.").

         ABOUT THE REUNION. It was at singer MARC IAN KESLOW's wedding at the World Trade Center in the summer of 2001 that the band started talking about the possibility of returning to the NYC scene for a one-night-only "reunion show." And ironically, it was that same location that put everything on hold a mere two months later. Drummer GREG de SOUSA, a professional firefighter, worked for many weeks at Ground Zero after the traumatic events of 9/11. He also spent the entire year following the attacks attending funerals and memorials for his fallen brothers, and it wasn’t until soon after the one-year anniversary that Greg called up the band and said he was ready to continue where they had left off. And now, more than 5 1/2 years after their last live performance, SKY BLUES is back, headlining at the Lion's Den (214 Sullivan St., NYC) on Saturday night, May 10 at 11PM. ABOUT THE PLAYERS.  From its inception, SKY BLUES was always made up of the same four unique individuals, all of whom are back in place for the May 10 reunion. Vocalist MARC IAN KESLOW, praised by the alternative music magazine SCENE as "the gifted rockin' Romeo who wails and moans his twisted tunes," provides SKY BLUES with its intense stage presence and probing eye. Brothers JON and CLIFF RUBIN are the musical core of the band, with the rather unique distinction of alternating between guitar and bass duties; like a hard-rocking version of the Corsican Brothers, the Rubins share a musical bond that is damn near psychic at times. The aggressive backbone of SKY BLUES belongs to          GREG de SOUSA. Of Portuguese descent, he is not only a self-taught powerhouse drummer but also a pianist since the age of 4.

This band's sound, feel and passion are what it's all about, and if you missed the ride the first time around, now's the perfect opportunity to see what you -- and the NYC rock scene -- have been missing.
